Am I a True Worshipper?
EVALUATION

1. If you have things or people in your life that is more valuable to you than God, you are not a true worshipper!

2. If you do not spend time with God alone, you are not a true worshipper!

3. If you have sin in your life that you have not confessed, you are not a true worshipper!

4. If you only worship God when you come to church, you are not a true worshipper!

5. If you believe worship is for you, you are not a true worshipper!

6. If your feelings (anger, offense, fear, doubt, etc.) determine when you worship, you are not a true worshipper!

7. If the type of music determine your worship, you are not a true worshipper!

John 4:19 The woman saith unto him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet. Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship. Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshipper shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. God [is] a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship [him] in spirit and in truth.
Worship is attributing ultimate worth to something - whether it’s an object, or a person, or even an idea. Worship is valuing one thing above all else. It’s literally "worth-ship". So when we sing praises to God, we are worshiping, because we are proclaiming that He has the greatest possible worth; that His value is above that of gold, or silver, or jewels, or houses, or land. We are testifying that His power exceeds that of every king, President, or dictator in history; that the glory of his holiness outshines the billions of suns in every galaxy. When we worship God, we are saying that nothing compares to Him. He is above all, He is greater than all. Everything in creation pales to insignificance next to the sovereign Lord of the universe. Listen to what the Scriptures tell us:

"You are worthy, our Lord and God, to receive glory and honor and power, for you created all things, and by your will they were created and have their being." - Revelation 4:11 (NIV)

"In a loud voice they sang: ’Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and praise!’" - Revelation 5:12 (NIV)

God alone is supremely worthy of our praise, and our love, and our devotion, and our service; both because of who He is, and because of what He has done. Saying that is worship.

It seems that very few Christians know much about true worship. We go to church, but we don’t worship. We sing songs, but we don’t worship. We listen to sermons, but we don’t worship. All of these things are elements of worship but they are not worship in and of themselves which means that you can do all of them and yet have failed to truly worship God. 

John 4:22 "You Samaritans know so little about the one you worship..." Some Christians are not true worshippers because they don’t know God. They’ve just accepted His gift, His Son Jesus Christ. In order to know God you have to spend time with Him by talking (prayer) and listening (reading His Word and meditation).
